6. Please mark the tape or DV D with the title of your project, running time, year of production, your name, contact information and category.
7. If you are entering as a student, please enclose a copy of your student ID with entry.
8. All entries will become the property of the Boulder International Film Festival and will not be returned.
9. BIFF reserves theright to decline awarding a prize in any category.
10. Films may not be withdrawn after acceptance into the Festival.
